5.  Tap around the inner band with a rawhide mallet and retighten the
screws to ensure a tight joint.

6. Place the outer band over the space between the shells of the adjoining
sections and tighten the screws. NOTE: For outdoor installations,
apply a bead of S600 sealant in the groove at the upper end of the
outer band.
