1. Fuel systems are not ready to deliver adequate amounts of fuel to unit.

2. Inadequate system load to check out unit.

3. Boiler feed units are not ready for operation.

4. Safety valves not properly installed on boiler.

5. Accessory equipment not ready for operation (i.e. time clocks, feed pumps, CAD, circulation pumps, system not filled, annunciators, lead-lag systems, etc.
